Visitors to Pompeii and the Roman 
Villa: Art and Culture Around the 
Bay of Naples, may also want to 
view an intriguing Roman mosaic 
in Gallery 26 in the West Building 
Italian Cabinet Galleries. The  
colorful third-century AD mosaic, 
made of marble and glass, was 
given to the National Gallery of  
Art for the American people by  
the people of Tunisia in 1961. Mea-
suring approximately six by eight-
and-a-half feet, it is set into the 
floor and surrounded by beautiful 
sixteenth-century wall frescoes 
originally made by Bernardino 
Luini for a patrician house in or 
near Milan, Italy. 

The Italian Cabinet Galleries are 
designed to evoke the interior of an 
Italian Renaissance palace or villa. 
The suite of three rooms showcases 
paintings and precious objects like 
those kept in the home of a prince, 
humanist, or well-to-do merchant. 
Many of these works reveal the 
Renaissance fascination with classi-
cal Greece and Rome.
